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STEP 1
Release the handle to remove tension from the 
strap.

STEP 2
Compare the routing of the strap with the 
diagram in FIGURE 1. Re-route the strap if it is 
not routed correctly.

STEP 3
The strap should look like this example when it 
is routed correctly. FIGURE 2

STEP 4
Hook up the strap to the hook on the boom rest, 
then push the handle to latch it. FIGURE 3

Note: It should take some force to get the 
handle to latch. If the latch moves easily, 
shorten strap as needed.
